One of the missions undertaken by the Museum of Byzantine Culture is the organi-
zation of themed temporary exhibitions with the view of expanding the permanent
collection and demonstrating the diversity of Byzantine and post-Byzantine art and,
especially, the interaction between Orthodox and non-Orthodox cultures within the
Byzantine Empire.

“Greek Paper Icons, a Greece-Russia Communication Way” is an exhibition organized
as a result of collaboration between the Museum of Byzantine Culture in Thessaloniki
and the State Museum of the History of Religion in St. Petersburg. It is one of the events
celebrating 2016 as Year of Greece in Russia and Year of Russia in Greece. The exhibition
is presenting in St. Petersburg (State Museum of the History of Religion, 21/6-26/7), and
in Thessaloniki (Museum of Byzantine Culture, 24/10-11/12), St. Petersburg’s twin city
since 2002.

The exhibition in the Museum of Byzantine Culture features a total of 71 objects—an
equal number of artworks from both collections—created in the period between the
seventeenth and the twentieth centuries presenting a representative aspect of the Or-
thodox engravings. It is aimed at revealing the common cultural heritage of the two
nations sharing the same faith. The exhibits from the Museum of Byzantine Culture (32
etchings and lithographs printed on paper and fabric, as well as 5 engraved copper and
wooden plates) were generously donated by Dory Papastratos. This is a unique collec-
tion of internationally recognized research and cultural value.

These artworks, which are not permanently exhibited in both Museums, presented in
Russia and in Greece for the first time. The greater part of them has been created on
the Holy Mountain of Athos, where the production of paper icons flourished in the
nineteenth century.
